"Philosophy of Religion: An Anthology," edited by Louis Pojman and Michael Rea, is about as
complete and adequate an anthology in the philosophy of religion as is out there. It covers most of
the major areas of philosophy of religion: the arguments for the existence of God, the attributes of
God (including possible inconsistencies within or between attributes), religious experience, the
problem of evil, miracles, pragmatic justifications for religious belief, and religious pluralism, among
others. (The section on the relationship between science and religion seems especially strong.)
Moreover, the selections represent a balanced blend between classical writings and contemporary
studies of the various issues. Nor does there appear to be any evident bias in the selection of
writings on the issues. Rather, the editors have taken pains to make sure that both sides (and in
